The
unique turf allows players using wheelchairs, walkers, and crutches to easily maneuver across

End Polio Now Campaign

The District Committee for Polio Plus-End Polio Now Campaign and the District International Service
Committee (WCS) is organizing a trip to Nepal to participate in a National Immunization Day (NID) for
Polio on 19th April as announced by World Health Organization (WHO). The delegation will be led by
our District Governor Leslie and First Lady Ziela. The trip will also include various World Community
Service Projects, especially targeted at children and the Tibetan refugees.

Why Nepal when it is not an endemic country? Nepal has been polio free for over a year and
according to WHO regulations, it has to be polio free for a few years before it can be declared a polio
free country. So till then, NID's are carried out to reach this target. This is very critical in reaching a
polio free world.

For India, there is no NID targeted for this year but various SNID's (Sub-National Immunization Days)
targeted at problem areas. It is gradually becoming a trend and this reflects the effectiveness of the
eradication program.

The trip to Nepal includes a tour and enroute, we will be doing the WCS projects. Please be reminded
that we are doing our best in organizing this trip so our dear fellow Rotarians can participate in a
lifetime experience of polio immunization. We are meeting various Rotary Clubs along the way and
will participate in community projects.

Should anyone be interested, kindly communicate your interest as at this late stage. Availability of
seats is limited and cost depends on the number interested. So far | have been able to get a tentative
confirmation of only 20 seats.
